On motion by Mr. Ollie Overton, seconded by Mr. Richard Vanderlick, to send
an emergency request to the Secretary of State Office to relocate the polling place of
Voting Precinct C7 from Peabody Magnet High School’s old Gym to the new Gym
(Fire Marshal shut old Gym down, both are located in the same parking lot), same
address, 2727 Jones Avenue, Alexandria, to advertise change in The Alexandria Daily
Town Talk and authorize submission of the polling place change to the Secretary of
State and US Department of Justice for preclearance and authorize the President to
sign same. On vote the motion carried.
